	1. Field laboratory: 

Manpower: At the present, totally there are 42 surveyors, 6 field supervisors, 3 office staffs, 2 field managers, 2 computer experts and 30 research students in the field laboratory. There is a Scientific committee for the Filabavi particularly and for the Health System Research Project generally. The committee is responsible for policy guidance and for discussion and giving advice regarding the practical management and implementation of the field laboratory and Health System Research Project. 

Research activities: 

Four follow-up surveys were conducted in the year 2004. These surveys quarterly collected  information on illness events, health care services utilisation, changes of event registration, such as: move-in, move-out the sample size of the study, pregnancy, birth, death,... Completed questionnaires had been cleaned and entered into the computer just after submitted to the field lab office by interviewers and surveyors. Data of the follow-up surveys had been analysed by Vietnamese and Swedish experts and report had already made. In general, progress of the study was implemented as planed.

An annual workshop on field laboratory was held in Bavi District  for two days with the participation from collaborating institutions, heads of all villages that are involved to FILABAVI, all interviewers, supervisors and research students. The objectives of the WS are: (1) to review results of FilaBavi surveys during last 6 and half years; (2) to present the completed and ongoing research within FilaBavi; (3) to discuss ways to improve co-operation between local people and research students; (4) to have feedback from community representatives regarding Filabavi activities; and (5) to plan for the future research and training for the year 2005.
