The results of the project in 2004 are good quality, correct objectvies and work plan. However, some of activities are not correct plan yet: Landsat satellite images (in 8/2004) have not been yet purchased due to not responses from supplier for comformable images. The Digital GPS Camera (Equipment) has not been yet purchased due to not enough money. Those activities will be conducted immediately affter receive the budget of second stage in 2004 of the project because the image database as well as the Digital GPS Camera have conferenced.
 To implement project activities as scheduled, a sum of money has been borrowed from the Haiphong Institute of Oceanology  (311,000,000 VND). This sum will be paid back to the Haiphong Institute of Oceanology when project receive budget of second stage in 2004  from PMU.
