The overall objective is to analyse the complex situation and dynamics of rural Vietnamese families in a rapidly changing society. This will be done through an interdisciplinary approach and comparative research focusing on a number of key variables such as production, ethnicity, gender, age, and migration. The project aims at generating new knowledge about topics and issues that have received limited attention in earlier research and by so doing to contribute to enhance knowledge about Vietnamese society.

	Capacity objectives:
The project involves participation of senior and junior researchers from different research institutions in Vietnam and Sweden. By bringing together scholars from different disciplines, the project provides good opportunities for the researchers to learn from each other and to improve inter-disciplinary research skills. Junior researchers particularly will have excellent opportunities to improve their research capacity by working together with senior researchers in the whole project period, including research design, preparation, fieldwork, data collection, data analysis, and report writing.

	Research objectives:

To provide deep insights concerning the complex situation and dynamics of rural Vietnamese families in a rapid changing society, this 3-year interdisciplinary and comparative research project will focus explicitly on the meaning of production, ethnicity, gender, age, and migration. In this way, the project will generate new knowledge about a so far under-explored topic and in so doing contribute significantly to the field of Vietnamese studies.


	Summary of Progress:

Capacity:

Through discussions in conferences, researchers of collaborating institutes had many opportunities to meet, discuss and share their experience in their studies of rural family in Vietnam. Young researchers from participating institutes were invited to join in training courses and workshops so that they can enhance their knowledge of relevant topics. The management group also learnt a lot from the first year of the project – the time they had to give management decision for not their own institute but all of the institutes involved.

From June to September: 

Various conferences, seminars were held to involve as many as possible researchers from collaborating institutes to share their experience in building research tools. 

In October:

Researchers visited Cat Thinh commune (in Yen Bai province) to make initial contacts, sampling and testing the research tools.

The survey was carried out with the participation of more than twenty researchers.

	Courses, conferences and seminars arranged within the project:

As many as eight conferences were organized. Each conference attracted about twenty researchers and lasted one day on average. We involved many researchers of different cooperating institutes to share their experiences and ideas when building the research tools. Six seminar amongst key researchers were also helpful with which the academic gaps between cooperating institutes were analysed and solved.

A training course on qualitative methodology was organized and also proved to be helpful. Experts from Swedish institutes were teachers in the course and provided the Vietnamese participants many interesting lessons. After the spring 2005, we will have two training course which focus on data analysis.

Besides, various meetings of management groups were made, in which key staffs discussed and analysed on-going activities of the projects and made appropriate adjustments.

A set of equipment will be purchased as soon as we received the second instalment. Much of organizational work would base on the service of these machines.
