	Decision 
on Organizing and controlling international conferences and seminars in Vietnam
The Prime Minister
Pursuant to the Law on Organization of the Government of September 30, 1992;
At the proposal of the Ministers, the Head of the Governmental Committee on Organization and Personnel,
Decides:
Article 1. The international conferences and seminars subject to the adjustment in this Decision include those conferences and seminars which are held or being registered to be held in Vietnam by Vietnamese organizations and bodies with the participation or funding of foreign organizations or those which are held in Vietnam by foreign organizations (hereinafter referred to as the international conferences and seminars).
Article 2. Subjects to provisions on organizing the international conferences and seminars in this Decision include:
1.Vietnamese organizations and bodies:
a) The Ministries, the Ministerial-level agencies, the agencies attached to the Government (hereinafter referred to as central bodies) and their subsidiaries.
b) The People’s Committees of the provinces and centrally-run cities (hereinafter referred to as localities) and their subsidiaries.
c) The central bodies of the people’s organizations, including public unions, the socio-political organizations, the socio-professional organizations and a number of other organizations.
2. Foreign organizations and bodies stated in this Decision include those organizations and bodies, which have been allowed to operate in Vietnam’s territory by the Vietnamese competent bodies. 
Article 3. Competence for authorizing the organizing of international conferences and seminars: 
1. The Prime Minister permits the organizing of the following international conferences and seminars:
a) High-level international conferences and seminars, with the participation of the heads or ministerial-level officials of foreign countries and international organizations. 
b) International conferences and seminars relating to political, national, religious, security, defense problems and the State secret. 
2. The heads of the central and local bodies have the authority to decide the organizing of the international conferences and seminars for their own bodies and localities and allow their subsidiaries and foreign organizations, which are directly licensed by them to hold the international conferences and seminars with the contents not stipulated in Point 1 of this Article and in accordance with the state management tasks and rights of the bodies and localities under the current provisions.
3. The international conferences and seminars held by people’s organizations shall comply with the provisions set by the Central Party Secretariat. 
Article 4. Control of international conferences and seminars
Central bodies and localities shall control international conferences and seminars under the following categories:
1. Submitting a written proposal to the Prime Minister for approval or for decision to permit the organizing the international conferences and seminars on the basis of approval of the plan, specifying contents, scale, number and types of participants (domestic and foreign), time, location and sources of funding. The document permitting the organizing of the international conferences and seminars within the competence of the Heads of the central bodies and localities must be sent concurrently to the Governmental Committee on Organization and Personnel for the synthesisation. 
2. Controlling organization work, the contents of speeches, information and other publications released before, during and after the international conference or seminar. 
3. Investigating and promptly dealing with violations and transgressions of the provisions of this Decision, during the international conference or seminar, by individuals and organizations. 
4. Annually reporting on controlling the organization of international conferences and seminars by central bodies and localities to the Governmental Committee on Organization and Personnel for summing up and reporting to the Prime Minister (the form enclosed). 
Article 5. Responsibilities of international conference and seminar organizers
1. Vietnamese bodies and organizations, when organizing the international conferences and seminars, must observe the following provisions: 
a) To apply for the permission of the competent bodies in accordance with the provisions in Article 3 of this Decision at least a month before the organizing of international conferences and seminars within the competence of the Prime Minister and 15 days before the organizing of international conferences and seminars within the competence of the central bodies and localities. 
The application letter for permission must clarify:
- The purposes of the international conference or seminar;
- The contents of the international conference or seminar;
- The time and location of the international conference or seminar, or locations of excursions and surveys (if any);
- Organizers, including Vietnamese and foreign bodies and sponsors (if any);
- Participants: number and structure of participants, including Vietnamese and foreign delegates;
- Source of funding;
- Opinions of related bodies (if any).
b) To draw up the cost estimation in accordance with the provisions on financial management for the international conferences and seminars using the domestic budget source. To observe provisions on spending, financial payment and finalization.
c) To take responsibility for the contents of documents, reports, speeches, and figures provided at the conferences or seminars; contents of publications released before, during and after the international conferences or seminars. 
d) To observe the provisions on keeping State secret and other provisions on information and propaganda. 
?) To promptly notify the competent bodies for timely handling of any complicated changes occurring during the international conferences or seminars.
e) To address a brief report on the result of the international conference or seminar to the body granted the permission and the Governmental Committee on Organization and Personnel within a month after the international conference or seminar ends (the form enclosed).
2. When organizing the international conferences and seminars, foreign bodies and organizations must observe the following provisions: 
a) To apply for the permission of the competent bodies in accordance with the regulations in Article 3 of this Decision at least 02 months before the organizing of international conferences and seminars within the competence of the Prime Minister and a month before the organizing of international conferences and seminars within the competence of the central bodies and localities. 
b)The application letter for permission must clarify:
- The purposes of the international conference or seminar;
- The contents of the international conference or seminar;
- The time and location of organizing the international conference or seminar, or locations of excursions and surveys (if any);
- Organizers, including Vietnamese and foreign bodies and sponsors (if any);
- Participants in organizing the international conference or seminar and number of delegates, including Vietnamese and foreign;
c) To observe Vietnam’s law and other provisions relating to the organizing of the international conferences and seminars.
Article 6. Organization and control of the international conferences and seminars 
1. The Ministers, the Heads of the ministerial-level agencies, the Heads of the agencies attached to the Government, the Presidents of the People’s Committees of the provinces and centrally-run cities shall take responsibility in the direct and comprehensive control of the international conferences and seminars stipulated in Article 1 and Clause 1 of Article 4 of this Decision. 
2. The Government Committee on Organization and Personnel takes the prime responsibility and coordinate with the competent bodies in synthesizing and annually reporting on the international conferences and seminars organized by the central bodies and localities to the Prime Minister. 
3. For the international conferences and seminars relating to the State control of a central or local body, the organizers must apply for opinions, in writing of that body before submission to the competent bodies which allow them to organize the international conference or seminar. These bodies shall be responsible for answering, in writing, within 15 days after the date of receiving the proposal. If that term passes and there is no response in writing the proposal is considered approved. 
4. The relevant competent bodies granted operation licenses for foreign bodies and organizations shall be responsible for checking the content and other activities relating to the international conference or seminar before conducting procedures as stipulated in this Decision. 
Article 7. Organizations and individuals violating the regulations of this Decision, depending on the extent of violation shall be handled according to the law provisions.
Article 8. This Decision replaces Decision No. 236/1999/QD-TTg of December 24, 1999 of the Prime Minister and takes effect 15 days after the date of its signing. 
The Ministers, the Heads of the ministerial-level agencies, the Heads of the agencies attached to the Government and the Presidents of the People’s Committees of the provinces and centrally-run cities shall have to implement this Decision.
